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COMMENTS

Bharti was the first private Indian company
to launch its own fixed-line, national, and
long distance services. In 2001, Bharti
Televentures consolidated three separate
divisions, Bharti BT, Bharti VSAT, and
Bharti Broadband, creating Bharti Infotel.
In 2006, Bharti Telecom (Televentures
parent) announced that the Televentures,
Infotel, and all of Bharti’s wireless
divisions (Bharti Cellular, including Bharti
Mobile, Bharti Mobitel, Bharti Telenet, and
Hexacom) would be re-consolidated under
the Bharti Airtel brand.

Bharti and Singapore Telecom jointly own
the private high-capacity i2i submarine
cable between Chennai and Singapore. In
January 2007, SingTel announced plans to
sell its stake in the i2i system to Bharti,
making Bharti the sole owner of the cable.
This cable allows Bharti to provide
increased international capacity along its
25,000 route kilometer domestic fiber
network which connects to over 200 cities.
Bharti also provides ATM, Frame Relay,
IP-VPN, and leased lines throughout its
network.
